Many have learned new skills and taken leadership
roles to further help the organization. Bundles of Love Charity makes a difference in the lives of
volunteers.
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Nurses and social workers have been able to present families with our lovingly made newborn bundles as
well as preemie clothing, comfort iterfts hospitalized infants and bereavement itemgdstrinfants.

The Minnesota Visiting Nurse Agency (MVNA), a 501 (c)(3), is a-poofit organization, which provides home

health care and public health service to the Twiire€EiMetro Area. MVNA serves individuals and families that

are economically disadvantaged and at high risk for critical social and health issues. More than 90% of MVNA
clients residing in Minneapolis are living at or below 200% of Federal Poverty GeislelMany of these

individuals, children and families require special support due to social issues and poverty and emotional/ behavioral
problems that put them-gsk for abuse or neglect.
